Introduction

In the early days of the web, tables were often misused to layout web pages-- that doesn’t happen anymore.
Modern CSS has provided a number additional tools for laying out pages. Now tables are strictly used to
display tabular information. Think of a table of contents or a chart of your employees. Any information that

you might put in a spreadsheet, might be displayed in a table in digital design.

Tables

We'll begin with our basic document structure, as usual.

<!DOCTYPE html>

Let’s create a table with some historical information about computers. We'll start by adding an <h1> that
describes the table and below it, we'll write the <table> tag. To create rows in our table, we'll usea <tr>

tag.

Now, we'll write our actual content in the <td> tag. Each <td> tag will be written inside a <tr> tag. Since
we're making a table about computers, we'll include the labels Maker, Model and Year .

As you can see in the code, the layout of the HTML5 table has been written to mirror the appearance of
rows and columns. You don't have to code the table this way. However, this layout is very similar to how
the table will appear in the browser. This layout gives us a visual representation for the table and aids us in
seeing the result from the document.

Another common way to author with <td> tags, is by putting each one on its line of code.

We'll now add some actual information to our table.

The resulting table should appear similar to the screenshot below.
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The table is clearly defined, and each column has a set width. You can also see how the layout in the code is
similar to the table’s layout in the browser.

We can improve the table appearance by bolding the text in the first row for the column labels. We'll use
the <th> tag, the table header tag, instead of the <td> tag.

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The <th> tags differentiate the table’s labels from the table’s information.



Table Attributes

While most table attributes are deprecated, it’s essential for you to recognize them when you see them.

The first attribute we're going to look at is the border .

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The table in the image above has an “old-school” 90's feel due to the double border lines and spacing.
Changing the value of the border attribute will increase the width of the outer border of the table.

The attribute cellspacing creates a space around each cell inside the table. The amount of space depends
on the number assigned to cellspacing.

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Another attribute that is similar to cellspacing is cellpadding.While cellspacing creates space
around the cells of the table, the cellpadding attribute creates space within the cells of the table.

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These attributes should be replaced with the more modern CSS which allows us to create the same effects
just generated and more.

Rowspan and Colspan

Some useful attributes still have their use cases for HTML5 tables. Suppose you have a cell that you want
to occupy more than a single cell space.

In our computers table example, the last two rows begin with the Apple cell. Instead of having to write the
same piece of information twice, we can delete one of them and include in the other cell a rowspan

attribute and assign its value to two.

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Now the Apple cell occupies both rows for Apple Lisa and Apple Macintosh.

Another similar attribute is the colspan which allows a cell to occupy multiple columns within the same
row.

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CSS For Tables

To begin styling our table, we'll first add a style tag within our head element.

We can change the style of the whole table by styling the table selector for the table tag.

background-color: #ccc;

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If we now want to add a border to the table, we can use the border property which requires three inputs.
The first is the width, then the type and finally the color of the border.

We're going to add a border with a width of two pixels, with a solid outline and a black color.

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The border only covers the outer edge of the table. To add a border for our <th>, <tr> and <td> tags,

we'll need to use the appropriate selectors and add a border.

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Border-collapse

Since we've applied a border to each of our cells, the ugly look of a double border is still present. To remove
that double border, we'll use the border-collapse property and set it to collapse in our table selector.

table{
background-color: #ccc;
border: 2px solid black;
border-collapse: collapse;

}

border: 1px solid black;
}

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While this solves our border problem, our table now appears too tight. We'll add some padding to our
content to make it more readable.

<style>
table{
background-color: #ccc;

border-collapse: collapse;

}

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We can also change the fonts within any of the tags inside the table. Let’s set the font-family on the
<th> tagsto Arial andthe font-size to 1.2em.

font-family: Arial;

font-size: 1.2em;

}

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Row color

Often web developers will alternate row colors in their tables to make them more readable. Alternating row
colors may seem difficult using CSS. However, we can add a class to every other row and set the
background color within that class.

Let’s change every other row’s background into a dark blue color with white text.
